INTRODUCTION 
 
I am writing to recommend approval by the Members of the Authority of a Construction Change 
Order (CO) to resolve Construction Change Directive (CCD) No. 1, which was issued for $0.00 
on May 1, 2015. The resolving change order is $868,245 resulting in a total value for this change 
of $868,245. Pursuant to the NJSDA Operating Authority adopted by the Board on December 1, 
2010, as amended March 7, 2012, a construction change order which singularly exceeds 
$500,000 or singularly or in the aggregate is greater than 10% of the contract value requires 
approval by the Members of the Authority. This change order exceeds $500,000. 
 
CCDs are typically only used when the work has been verified to be a change to the base scope 
and one of the following two conditions are met: either the work is so urgent that it requires a 
directive for immediate action by the General Contractor (GC) or negotiations for a change order 
have failed to come to a resolution, thereby placing the work in the critical path requiring 
immediate direction to avoid construction delays impacting a schedule milestone, e.g. school 
turn-over to the district. A resolving change order is the mechanism by which the final dollar 
value of the CCD is determined. It is the combined value of the CCD and the resolving CO that 
determines the required level of approval for the resolving change order.

The facts and circumstances related to the issuance of the CCD, detailed herein, as well as the 
anticipated value of the resolving change order at the time the CCD was issued, were discussed 
with the Members of the Authority at the Board Meeting held on May 6, 2015. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
Terminal Construction Corporation was issued the Notice to Proceed (NTP) on August 7, 2014 
to provide Design-Build services at the New Gloucester City ES/MS in the Gloucester City 
Public Schools.  The New Gloucester City ES/MS is a 122,000 square foot facility to educate 
687 students in grades 4 through 8 in the Gloucester City Public Schools District.   
 
Terminal’s design submission for the work related to underground utilities, footings and 
foundations is under review, with NTP to initiate construction activities anticipated for third 
quarter 2015. 
 
Soft cohesive soils were identified at the site by Terminal in an area of the site where first-phase 
underground utility work must be performed. Such work is necessarily scheduled to be 
performed in advance of the other construction activity, and its initiation in May 2015 is required 
in order to deliver this school facility for a September 2017 school opening. 
 
REASON FOR CHANGE 
 
As was discussed with the Members of the Authority at the Board Meeting held on May 6, 2015, 
this construction change order is for surcharging to be performed at the Gloucester City New 
Elementary / Middle School project site for a period of three months. Langan Engineering and 
Environmental Services, Inc., the Design-Builder’s environmental, geotechnical and civil 
engineer sub-consultant, recommended the Surcharge Plan after discussing two other 
remediation options.  These options included 1) Removal, disposal and replacement of the 
unsuitable soil with structural fill and 2) Dynamic Compaction. Both of these options were 
reviewed and discussed by the project team and found to be more costly than the recommended 
option. Surcharging is the process wherein a pre-determined height of fill (‘surcharge soil fill’) is 
placed above the proposed design elevation for a period of time to improve the underlying soft 
cohesive soils such as organics or peat, prior to actual construction.  The surcharging load 
compresses the soft soils and squeezes these saturated unsuitable soils through a time-dependent 
process referred to as consolidation. The surcharge is intended to accelerate the settlement, 
thereby providing an approved geotechnical sub-surface for the construction process that allows 
the project to be constructed as designed.   
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June 3, 2015 
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Because initiating the surcharging activity was urgent in order to prevent a delay impacting 
school turn-over to the district, NJSDA issued the CCD May 1, 2015. 
 
This construction change order has been forwarded to the NJSDA Special Projects Division for 
determination of potential cost recovery 
 
 
SUMMARY OF CHANGE 
 
Consistent with the Operating Authority, a $0.00 CCD was issued with the required co-approvals 
of the Vice President of Construction Operations, the Executive Vice President of Program 
Operations and Strategic Planning and the Chief Executive Officer, after the required review and 
release by CMD and the required notification to the Division of Chief Counsel. 
 
This Resolving Change Order, resulting in a final negotiated value of $868,245 is being 
recommended for approval to resolve the CCD issued to the contractor by the SDA for 
Surcharging of Unsuitable Soils at the Gloucester City New ES/MS Project. Originally, Terminal 
Construction submitted a proposal with a cost of $1,214,986.50 for the proposed scope of work.  
Through successful negotiations, the final value, agreed to by all parties, was $868,245. 
 
All documents supporting this construction change order have been reviewed by the associated 
SDA project team members as well as the Program Director, Deputy Program Director, and the 
Contract Management Division (CMD) for adherence to current NJSDA policy and procedures. 
All reviewing SDA staff members, including CMD, have determined that the resolving 
construction change order is justified and that the amount is reasonable and appropriate.

WHEREAS, the Operating Authority of the New Jersey Schools Development Authority (SDA) 
requires that a change order or credit change order which singularly exceeds $500,000 or 
singularly or in the aggregate is greater than 10% of the contract value requires approval by the 
Members of the Authority; and 

WHEREAS, in the course of construction, Construction Change Directives (CCDs) are used only 
when the work has been verified to be a change to the base scope and either 1) is so urgent that it 
requires a directive for immediate action by the General Contractor (GC) or 2) negotiations for a 
change order have failed to come to a resolution and the existence of one of these two situations 
places the work in the critical path requiring immediate direction to avoid construction delays 
impacting a schedule milestone; and 

WHEREAS, a Resolving Change Order (RCO)is the mechanism by which the final dollar value 
of a CCD is determined, with the combined value of the CCD and the RCO determining the 
required level of approval for the resolving change order; and   

WHEREAS, the New Gloucester City ES/MS (the Project) is a 122,000 square foot facility 
designed to educate 687 students in grades 4 through 8 in the Gloucester City Public Schools
District (District); and

WHEREAS, in August 2014, Terminal Construction Corporation was issued the Notice to 
Proceed (NTP) to provide Design-Build services for the Project; and 

WHEREAS, unsuitable soil issues on the Project site must be addressed in advance of 
performance of other construction activity, and such remediation must advance in May 2015 in 
order to deliver this school facility in September 2017; and  

WHEREAS, SDA issued the CCD to advance the necessary remediation work on May 1, 2015; 
and
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WHEREAS, the facts and circumstances related to the issuance of the CCD were detailed 
in the memorandum presented to the Board on this date and, along with the anticipated 
value of the RCO at the time the CCD was issued, discussed with the Members of the 
Authority at the SDA Board Meeting held May 6, 2015; and

WHEREAS, this RCO exceeds $500,000 and thus requires approval by the Members of the 
Authority; and 

WHEREAS, the Project background, reason for the change, summary of change and relevant 
calculations are comprehensively set forth in the memorandum presented to the Board on this date 
and incorporated herein; and 

WHEREAS, all documents supporting this RCO have been reviewed by the associated SDA 
project team members as well as the Program Director and Deputy Program Director, and the 
Contract Management Division (CMD) for adherence to current SDA policy and procedures and 
all reviewing SDA staff members have determined that the RCO is justified and that the amount 
is reasonable and appropriate; and

WHEREAS, this construction RCO has been forwarded to the SDA Special Projects Division for 
determination of potential cost recovery.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that, consistent with the memorandum presented to

INTRODUCTION 
 
I am writing seeking approval by the Members of the Authority for a Credit Change Order (CO) in the amount of 
$130,656.63. A Credit Change Order (CO) is the accounting mechanism by which the NJSDA deobligates a 
contract’s unused funds.   
 
In accordance with the NJSDA Operating Authority adopted by the Board on December 1, 2010, as amended 
March 7, 2012, Board approval is required for any credit CO which singularly exceeds $500,000.00 or 10% of the 
contract value.  This Change Order singularly exceeds 10% of the contract value. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
At the October 1, 2014 NJSDA Board Meeting, the Members approved a Revised Preliminary Project Charter for 
the Trenton Central High School, reflecting a project scope of full demolition and new construction.  The Revised 
Preliminary Project Charter Budget includes estimated project costs and prior expenditures including costs 
associated with temporary cafeteria ventilation at the now-vacated facility that was urgently needed to make the 
space habitable prior to its vacation in June 2014, as well as expenditures for the lease and fit-out of temporary 
space and costs to address storage space needs.   
 
The NJSDA did an extensive review of how best to address storage needs for the TCHS equipment and other 
existing materials that will continue to be utilized in the new facility, including an assessment of District-owned 
space and, alternatively, rental space.

The results of that review revealed that the most appropriate, timely and cost effective solution to address the 
storage needs for TCHS equipment and existing materials, was the utilization of the District owned space inclusive 
of work required to make that space an appropriate storage environment.  
 
Wu & Associates was engaged through the NJSDA GC Task Order Contract to provide services to address the 
cafeteria ventilation need and the provision of a necessary climate-controlled storage environment at the District-
owned space. 
 
REASON FOR CHANGE 
 
This contract was issued on a time and material basis with a Not-To-Exceed (NTE) value of $309,630.00. As of 
December 16, 2014, Wu & Associates completed all construction activities. This Credit Change Order is necessary 
for the de-obligation of the unused contract funds to advance contract close-out.   
 
All documents supporting this Credit Change Order have been reviewed by the associated NJSDA project team 
members as well as the Program Director and Deputy Program Director of Program Operations for adherence to 
current NJSDA policy and procedures. All reviewing NJSDA staff members have determined that this Credit 
Change Order is justified and that the amount is reasonable and appropriate.

INTRODUCTION: 
 
I am writing to recommend approval of the release of funds from the Program Reserve maintained for 
emergent projects and emergency situations to address an emergent condition at Avon Avenue 
Elementary School in Newark.

On January 7, 2015, the Members of the New Jersey Schools Development Authority (“Authority” or 
“SDA”) approved for proposal and publication the readoption with amendments of SDA’s regulations 
governing Section 15 Grant Procedures, at Title 19, Chapter 32.  Management of the Authority now 
seeks the Members’ approval to formally adopt the Rules as previously approved and published in the 
New Jersey Register. The proposed Notice of Readoption for the Rules is attached hereto, along with a 
copy of the proposed Rules as published in the New Jersey Register.  
 
Prior Regulatory History  
 
Chapter 32 was originally adopted on January 7, 2008 and was scheduled to expire on January 7, 2015. 
Upon submission of the readoption proposal to the Office of Administrative Law, the expiration period 
was extended by 180 days, until July 6, 2015. 
 
The proposed Rules appeared in the New Jersey Register on March 2, 2015 at 47 N.J.R. 519(a), and 
were subject to a sixty (60) day public comment period. The official comment period ended May 1, 
2015. No comments were received. Accordingly, the form of the Rules has not changed from the 
original proposal as published in the Register.   
 
Description of Rules and Substantive Amendments 
 
The Rules proposed for readoption with provide a mechanism by which eligible (“non-SDA district”) 
school districts can receive Section 15 grants, and provide guidelines to ensure that such grant funds are 
used properly by the grantee districts. The Rules implement statutory provisions at N.J.S.A. 18A:7G-15 
(regarding establishment of the SDA’s Section 15 grant program).  
 
 

Significant Amendments 
  
The Rules were proposed for readoption with substantive amendments to conform the regulations to 
statutory changes, and to the practices of the NJSDA with respect to the administration of the grant 
program and the disbursement of grant funds.   
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The amendments included:  
 

1. Elimination of obsolete provisions that referenced the creation of a performance evaluation 
program; 

2. Elimination of obsolete provisions that extended grant eligibility to school districts with a district 
aid percentage of 55 percent or greater that had not issued debt for a DOE-approved school 
facilities project prior to July 18, 2000;  
 

3. Extension of the time for a district’s execution of the grant agreement to eighteen months from 
the grant offer, in order to recognize the typical timetable for securing local share funding; 
 

4. Elimination of the Authority’s obligation to actively rescind a grant agreement offer, in favor of 
an automatic rescission of the grant offer eighteen months after the Department’s determination 
of final eligible costs;  
 

5. Modification of provisions regarding the calculation of the grant amount to conform to 
legislative changes regarding state share of final eligible costs; and 
 

6. Modification of the “Disbursements” section of the rules to reflect changes to the timing and 
amounts of initial and progress disbursements in accordance with current practices.

The Members of the Authority are requested to approve the proposed readoption of the Authority’s 
Section 15 Grant Procedures Rules, as well as the issuance of the attached Notice of Readoption, and the 
filing of the Notice with the Office of Administrative Law.

WHEREAS, Chapter 32 was scheduled to expire on January 7, 2015 but the expiration date was 
extended to July 6, 2015 with the filing of a re-adoption proposal with the State Office of Administrative 
Law; and 

WHEREAS, these Rules proposed for re-adoption with amendments provide a mechanism whereby
eligible “non-SDA” school districts can receive Section 15 grants, and set forth guidelines to ensure that 
such grant funds are used properly by the grantee districts; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed re-adoption with substantive amendments is intended to conform the 
regulations to statutory changes and to the practices of the SDA with respect to the administration of the 
grant program and the disbursement of grant funds; and 

WHEREAS, the memorandum and/or rule proposal presented to the Board on this date set forth all 
proposed revisions, additions and deletions to the existing rules and the memorandum specifically 
describes the most substantive amendments to the existing rules; and 

WHEREAS, SDA management and the SDA Division of Chief Counsel recommend that the Members
of the Authority approve the proposed re-adoption of the Authority’s Section 15 Grant Procedures Rules
and authorize the issuance of the Notice of Re-adoption as presented and the filing of the Notice with the 
Office of Administrative Law. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that, consistent with the memorandum presented to the 
Board on this date, the Members of the Authority hereby authorize and approve the proposed re-
adoption with amendments of the Authority’s Section 15 Grant Procedures Rules (N.J.A.C. 19:32) and 
authorize the issuance of the Notice of Re-adoption as presented to the Board, and the filing of the 
Notice with the Office of Administrative Law.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution shall take effect immediately, but no action 
authorized herein shall have force and effect until 10 days, Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays 
excepted, after a copy of the minutes of the Authority meeting at which this resolution was adopted has 
been delivered to the Governor for his approval, unless during such 10 day period, the Governor shall 
approve same, in which case such action shall become effective upon such approval.

Vendor Services staff continues to participate at mandatory pre-bid and pre-construction meetings to 
instruct and inform bidders regarding SDA’s SBE goals, policies and procedures, including:

 Detailed process procedures to monitor and track the progress made toward these goals 

throughout the life cycle of each project   
 

At these meetings, vendors are strongly encouraged to identify and hire minority-owned and women-
owned firms, as well as locally-based enterprises, for diverse business participation on all school building 
projects.

The Office of the Chief Financial Officer is providing the attached monthly financial report 
to the Members of the Authority for their information.  Included on pages 1 and 2 of this 

report is a “Financial Summary” of the Authority’s activities for the year. On pages 3 and 4 

of the report is a summary of the Authority’s operating expenditures, and headcount 

information. Page 3A contains an itemized breakdown of personnel costs that have been 

allocated to school facilities project costs from program general and administrative 

(“Operating”) expense. The basic financial statement and cash flow report follow.  
 

Year-to-Date Authority Operating Expenses (Actual vs. Budget) 

 

For April 2015 year to date, Authority operating expenses, $7.3 million, are down $1.2 
million as compared to the operating budget for the corresponding period. The deviation of 

actual expenses versus budget is due to:  
 

 Lower salary & benefit costs $1.3 million. The Authority is currently 26 FTEs 
under budget.

For April 2015 year to date, Authority operating expenses, $7.3 million, are $141K higher 
as compared to the corresponding prior year.

Year-to-Date School Facilities Project Expenditures (Actual vs. Forecast) 
 

For April 2015 year to date, project expenditures, $116.7 million, are down $39.1 million 
as compared to the capital spending forecast for the corresponding period. The variance is 

due to timing differences for the purchase of the Paterson Catholic school $24.7M and 

lower than anticipated expenditures in; construction work $23.8M and other related 

project activity $1M, offset by an increase in grant spending $10.4M. 
 

 

Year-to-Date School Facilities Project Expenditures (Actual vs. Prior Year Actual) 

 

For April 2015 year to date, project expenditures, $116.7 million, have increased by 
$55.5M as compared to the corresponding prior year. The year-over-year variance is 

attributable to increased spending in; construction activity $24.8M, grant activity $18.3M, 

project insurance $5.6M (including the $4.9M down payment for the 3 year OCIP renewal 

agreement, effective March 1, 2015), property acquisitions $3.3M (including the $3M down 

payment for the Paterson Catholic school), and other related project costs $3.5M.
